The PiggO-Stat will be util-
ized when taking x -rays of infants and small children. The
- Pigg-O-Stat is such a valuable tool because it immobilizes a
- child and keeps them in the perfect position for the x ray,
which reduces their radiation exposure by eliminating re-
peats. Small children can be very challenging to xray and
usually require several people to hold them in order to get
good results. This causes undue stress and radiation exposure
to those involved. The Pigg-O-Stat is also equipped with lead
shielding to significantly reduce radiation exposure to their
_ reproductive organs and due to its snug fit, will prevent any
O EE—— | {2lls. Once the child is placed in the PiggO-Stat, there is no
need for someone to hold them. This protects our commu-
